Crime in Lambton Shores
An assessment of the types of crimes suffered by the community

Approximately Jan 8-March 10/00

In the Port Franks area there was 8 break and enters and one arson of a home on Kimmerley Lane
which burned to the ground with damages of $100,000.00

In Ipperwash beach area there were 10 incidents of break and enter, thefts and vandalism.

The dwellings, garages and sheds affected most were on East Parkway Drive, West Parkway Dr.
and Ipperwash Rd. Thefts of tools, lawn mowers etc. and in one case amounted to $10,000.00
Thefis and vandalism to the home in which a home renovator also lost tools and supplies.

This offense was local as ATV's were used to gain access and get away.

Approximately March 10-April 10th

17 incidents in the Ipperwash Area including West Parkway Drive, Williams Road,

Vehicle damage and Break and enters. These offenses were more sophisticated in that the
criminals used wire cutters to cut phone and alarm lines, as well as crowbars to gain access
through steel doors.

Home on Williams St. vandalized inside.

In Port Franks there was another arson of a home on Seth Lane. Over $120,000.00 damage.

The OPP saw a truck leave the home and proceed onto the former Military Base. No arrests were
made that night as the OPP would not go on the base. Eventually three natives from the base
had warrants out for their arrest for approx. 6 break and enters and the arson of the home on Seth
Lane in Port Franks. The OPP did not go to the base to investigate that we are aware of. In the
latter part of May Wade LaCroix verified from the OPP that one had been brought in by members
of Stoney Point and was in custody. We have had no further information on what happened to
the other two or whether they were brought to court on these charges.

An article was published in the Sarnia Observer by May 12/00 about the crime in the area.

Most of the crime involved break and enters to homes, vandalism in homes and trailer parks in
the area and thefts and attempted thefts of automobiles.

Fourteen occurrences on the West Beach Subdivision including Williams St., Juniper, Tobias,
Margaret St. and the beachfront homes. One home broken into twice in two days with damage to
the steel entrance door. Others experienced broken windows and thefts of goods and damage to
vehicles. Garage and shed entry with tools and landscaping equipment gone missing.

In June to July/00 There were more break and enters on East Parkway and seven auto thefts or
attempted thefts of vehicles with damage to the cars and trucks. Some had stolen tapes and
sound equipment. These were mainly in the West Parkway Drive area. One vehicle a Nissan
was stolen and used to ram the gates to the beach. The vehicle was trashed. The woman who
owned it was from the USA. She left the area almost immediately especially after the OPP
questioned her as to why she would come to Ipperwash. This same day Tom Seigneur called the
OPP for an attempted theft of his truck and the OPP did not respond until 7a.m. Had they
responded in a timely manner, the other thefts would likely not have occurred and the car would
