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Legend of Incidents in Lambton Shores formerly Town of Bosanquet

Lambton Shores is a tourist area split between full time property owners and
seasonal owners of cottages interspersed with the permanent homes.
For several years in the 80's there were incidents of break and enters primarily to those properties
that were left vacant in the Fall and Winter Months.
This situation began to change as more permanent residency was on the increase with people
retiring in the areas of Ipperwash, Port Franks and Grand Bend.
Approximately 1989 more frequent incidents started to occur in the West Ipperwash Subdivision.
This can now be directly attributed to the First Nation of Kettle and Stoney Point exercising
verbally their ownership and title to this 83 acre subdivision of 114 properties and the beach.
Between 1989 and 1990 three serious incidents occurred which need mentioning besides the
increase in break and enters and property vandalism.
In 1989 Mr. Ben Veel suprised three natives in the midst of a break and enter. He was severely
beaten about the head with a lead pipe. He has some brain damage as a result of this injury.
The break and enter was to obtain liquor.
Mr. Kirby was harassed by members of Kettle Point by three individuals riding their horses
around his home several times tearing up his gardens and his yard.
In 1990 five residents put up fence posts to protect their private area of the beach from traffic.
They did not block the beach to traffic. The First Nation at Kettle Point pulled out the fence
posts. Due to the actions of the Crown Attorney Don Vale in Sarnia the charges against these
five natives were dropped. No restitution was ever paid to the property owners.
In 1990 the natives demonstrated their ownership of the beach by camping out on the property of
Chris King for one week and harassing his wife and children. He received many death threats
from natives. The police did not help him.
In 1992 Kettle and Stony Point launched a land claim to the west beach including a trespasser
law suit against every property owner.
In 1993 and 1994 incidents of break and enter, threats, harassment and vandalism increased
against the residents of the west beach. The police would do nothing to protect the residents
except keep the peace because of Colour of Right. The more serious of these incidents was
groups of natives announcing themselves as Warriors, surrounding persons on their properties
and the beach ordering them to leave. Another episode of camping on Frank Thoren’s property
and harassing and threatening these people and their neighbours for three days and three nights.
Once again the police said their hands were tied due to the land ownership situation. Residents
were ordered into their homes, but natives were not asked to leave or stop their actions.
In April 1994 a home invasion occurred at 2 a.m. at the home of Mary-Lou LaPratte. The native
man climbed up a two story deck to gain access to the master bedroom. The police cautioned the
LaPratte’s to not touch the native in any way. The response time for the police was 23 minutes.
The intruder left without being identified. His threat was that he could get us at any time.
Mary-Lou LaPratte never spent another summer in this house.
In May of 93 A splinter group of Natives from Kettle Point calling themselves Stoney Pointers
walked into the Military Base and refused to leave. The army allowed them to remain in the
