We undarstand that Chief Bressette and the Band Council have
established a negotiation team that will allow for tha
participation of all of the interssts in the Chippewas of

Kettle and Stony Point community. We are hopeful that
individuala directly associated with and representing the

intarests of the Stonay Point group will choose to engage in
the procass. Mr. John McNair, the lawyer representing this
group, has also bean informad that the government recognizes
that the Steonay Point group must be given an opportunity to
participate in the negotiation process. It has also been made
Clear to tha Etoney Point group and must continue to be clear
to other groups that we will not support a separate process.
The federal government is optimistic that the community
negotiation team will have tha capacity to reprasent all
intarests, and we have suggested that Mr. McNair urge his
clients to bacome part of that team.
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
