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Dear Mr, Schultz:

Thank you for providing me with a copy of your letter of
December 1, 1995, to the Prime Minister, regarding the
concerns of the members of your foundation relating to the
events that have occurred at and around Camp Ipperwash.

I am aware that the situations at Camp Ipperwash and at
Ipperwash Provincial Park haveé been unsettling to the -
SUrroufiding community. AS [ have stated on many occasions,
the federal government endorses the peaceful resolution of
all disputes, and continues to support all efforts to achieve
negotiated solutions when faced with confrontation.

I assure you that the federal government will continue to
support all efforts to achieve fair and lasting solutions for
all Canadians in these matters. My colleagues and I take
these matters seriously and are actively seeking to negotiate
a resolution with the Chippewas of Kettle and Stony Point
First Nation concerning the Camp Ipperwash land.

The federal government has made a formal commitment to return
the land at Camp Ipperwash to the Chippewas of Kettle and
Stony Point First Nation as soon as possible, taking into
account safety and environmental considerations. To that
end, the federal government signed a Memorandum of
Understanding with the First Nation on September 13, 1995,
committing the federal government to negotiate the return of
the Camp Ipperwash land to the First Nation as reserve land.
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
